Transportation Info to the ALX Dog Walk Event

Oronoco Bay Park, 100 Madison St, Old Town Alexandria, VA

Here’s a detailed guide for how to travel to Oronoco Bay Park (100 Madison Street, Alexandria, VA) using various
public transportation options, including DASH buses, the Alexandria Trolley, and parking garages.

1. Travel via DASH Bus from Braddock Road Metro Station:
Route: DASH Bus #A (King Street Trolley) or Route 10A/10B (depending on service time); travel time: 5-10 minutes.
How to board: Exit the Braddock Road Metro Station and head to the nearest DASH bus stop; board the DASH Bus
route (King Street Trolley or Route 10A/10B); disembark at the bus stop near King Street or Old Town Alexandria
stops; Walk south along the waterfront toward Oronoco Bay Park.

The King Street Trolley runs between the King Street Metro Station and the waterfront, making stops along King Street.
It's a free service and can be a quick and scenic way to get close to Oronoco Bay Park.
How to board: The trolley can be boarded at King Street Metro Station at the trolley stop, located near the exit of the
Metro station. Every 10-15 minutes. Get off at a stop closer to the waterfront (e.g., near the Torpedo Factory) and
walk to Oronoco Bay Park.

4. Nearby Parking Garages:
If you prefer to drive, there are several parking garages near Oronoco Bay Park:
-Market Square Parking Garage: 301 King Street, Alexandria, VA; 5-10 minutes' walk to Oronoco Bay Park.
-Old Town Parking Garage: 100 N. Fayette Street, Alexandria, VA; 5-10 minutes' walk to Oronoco Bay Park.
-The Alexandria Courthouse Parking Garage: 520 King Street, Alexandria, VA; 5-7 minutes' walk.
-Waterfront Garage: 1 Prince Street, Alexandria, VA; 3-5 minutes' walk.

5. Walking Directions from Parking to Oronoco Bay Park:
If parking in any of the garages: Head south toward King Street. Walk toward the waterfront, passing by landmarks
like the Torpedo Factory Art Center or the Alexandria Waterfront. Oronoco Bay Park is a short walk from these
locations and offers scenic views of the Potomac River.

Additional Notes: The King Street Trolley is free, making it an affordable and convenient option for visitors.

DASH buses and the Trolley are accessible to persons with disabilities. The King Street Trolley stops at various
locations along King Street, so you can hop on and off to explore other parts of Old Town Alexandria as well.
